Tantangan yang harus kita hadapi dalam membongkar Sweet Deal Corrupt Contract atau Perampokan Tambang FREEPORT, 
di Timika, Irian-Jaya.

This article was written in response to the incoming emails and inquiries that we receive from the public. 

Thank you for submitting the questions and your interest in this issue. Quite frankly, many of the questions we received mark in the nose. Those are the questions that have been swirling in my head for a while. 

Yes, there are concrete steps that we can do to address this issue. However, before we move to the next level, there is information that I would like to share for the shake of the public to know. This issue is very complex and it does involve a very high ranking profile in the world. 

Knowing what I know, I can briefly say that confronting this issue is more of fighting in “political front” rather then “economical front”. 

The difficulty does not lie on the lack of means and desires to confront the issue, nor finding ways to prove the case as being a corrupt contract that violates the spirit of Indonesian constitutions and UUD 1945, but rather my conscious and understanding about the magnitude of the issue as well as the mounting challenges that we have to face not only against well-known politicians and individuals in the U.S, but also world Institutions, giant Corporations as well as International Regulations and Laws that Indonesia has signed up for and abide by. 

Here is what I mean by that. Pay attention to each point to whom we are going to go against with. 

1. Many political analysts stated that the concession (Freeport Contract) was a secret sweet deal between the US Government and Suharto in return for U.S government support to handover West Papua from the Dutch to Indonesia. Indeed, the concession was signed before the referendum on West Papua took place, when West Papua was still under the supervision of the United Nations. 

2. A noteworthy member of the Freeport Board of Directors is the former Secretary of State during President Richard Nixon and President Ford, Dr. Henry Kissinger, the company’s main lobbyist for dealings with Indonesia. Dr. Kissinger has had strong connections in Indonesia since his meeting with President Suharto prior to the invasion of East Timor. 
Evidence examined recently by researchers, including investigative reporter Christopher Hitchens strongly indicates that in 1975, Kissinger helped orchestrate a surprise invasion of East Timor by the Indonesian military. Beyond any likely coincidence, Kissinger and Gerald Ford were visiting Suharto on December 6, 1975, the night before the invasion (although Ford may have been Kissinger's dupe, used as a legitimizing "front" -or even fall guy). 

The next day, just an hour or so after Air Force One had cleared Indonesian air space, carrying Kissinger and Ford back to the US, the attack on East Timor was launched and the region was soon declared Indonesia's 27th province. 

From 1954 to 1969, Kissinger had his fingers in a number of juicy pies. From 1954 until 1971 he was a professor at Harvard University -though it is hard to see how he found time to teach- and was in the college's Department of Government and its Center for International Affairs From 1955-56, he served as Study Director of Nuclear Weapons and Foreign Policy for the Council of Foreign Relations. From 1956-58 he was Director of the Special Studies Project for the Rockefeller Brothers and was also Director of the Harvard Defense Studies Program from 1958 to 1971. 

Henry Kissinger has one sweet deal in the Freeport-McMoran Copper and Gold Co (FCX on the NYSE). Not only does he make well over $500,000 a year just for sitting on the board of directors, his "consulting" firm, Kissinger & Associates (Now Mclarty & Kissinger) rakes in $300,000-500,000 per year as the company advisors, making sure no pesky environmental regulations can ever be enforced and no poor native group can ever win a settlement for having their land poisoned. 

But best of all for him, he is also the majority stockholder in a Company with reserves estimated at $60 billion, making it the single largest gold deposit in the world and third largest open-pit copper mine. 

3. Indonesia pre-independence battle was long fought and without International pressure, Dutch would have never given up. U.S Government played a critical role in that diplomatic front to put a pressure on Dutch Government. 
By 1949 the Americans had persuaded the Dutch to take action before the Indonesian revolution went too far, and then to learn to live with nationalism and like it. American diplomats helped draft an agreement that gave Indonesians their political independence, preserved the Dutch economic presence, and swung wide the Open Door to the new cultural and economic influence of the United States. 
4. Indonesia gains West Papua or, Irian-Barat or, Irian-Jaya as we call it today was not won by war in the battle field, but rather it was won by diplomatic front with the help of the U.S Government. 

This can be understood easily once we understand and identify the roll and the link of Ford Foundation, Rockefeller Foundation prior to President Soekarno’s departure in 1966 onward until the full establishment of Regime Soeharto. Ford Foundation and Rockefeller were working hand in hand in Indonesia. 

Paul Hoffman was the President of Ford Foundation and also the Head of the Marshall Plan in Europe. Hoffman has helped Indonesian Independence by cutting off aid funds to Dutch counter-insurgency and by threatening a total cut-off in aid to the Dutch.

5. Ford Foundation was also the one who influenced, educated, trained, brought and sponsored many Indonesian economists to study in America who are known as “Berkeley Mafia” and amongst other individuals such as: “Soedjatmoko, Sumitro Djojohadikusumo, Mohammed Sadeli, Selosoemardjan, Widjojo Nitisastro, Colonel Suwarto from SESKOAD, Emil Salim, Subroto, Ali Wardhana, Barli Halim). Those individuals had been brain-washed and educated in America mostly in Berkeley. 
When Suharto stripped Sukarno of formal power and had himself named acting president, tapping old political warhorse Adam Malik and the Sultan of Jogjakarta to join him in a ruling triumvirate. 

On April 12, the Sultan issued a major policy statement outlining the economic program of the new regime, in effect announcing Indonesia's return to the imperialist fold. It was written by Widjojo and Sadeli. And Mohammed Sadeli was the one given the assignment to draft Investment law in Indonesia in 1967. 

According to Calvin Cowles, Mr. Sadeli required some post-doctoral tutoring. According to an American official, Sadeli "really” didn't know how to write an investment law. He had to have a lot of help from the embassy. He went to the US Embassy for helps. 

The U.S embassy then brought in Calvin Cowles, an American Economist to draft the Investment law in Indonesia. An American Economist who was asked to draft Indonesian Investment Laws? 

Semasa Orde baru (Suharto regime), Muhamad sadli adalah Ketua Komite Penanaman Modal Asing (PMA), kemudian menjadi Menter tenaga Kerja (1971-73) dan menjadi Menteri Pertambangan (1973-1978).
In fact, the role of Mohammed Sadli is confirmed by an email that I received from a gentleman who claimed to be one of the Pejuang Kemerdekaan Indonesia di Irian Barat as listed on the bottom of this email. That is fascinating! 

6. In November, Malik, Sadli, Salim, Selosoemardjan, and the Sultan met in Geneva with a select list of American and European businessmen flown in by Time-Life. Surrounded by his economic advisors, the Sultan ticked off the selling points of the New Indonesia "political stability, abundance of cheap labor, vast potential market, treasure house of resources."

7. Even in toppling President Soekarno, U.S Government played a significant role through CIA. From here we understand that whomever replacing President Soekarno, that person owed favors to the U.S Government. 

8. In 1966, Suharto declared himself committed to aiding the West in its exploitation of Indonesia. In 1967, the "Foreign Investment Law" was passed, which officially threw Indonesia's doors wide open to foreign exploitation. That Foreign Investment Law as we know was drafted by Mr. Sadli with the help American Economist, Mr. Calvin Cowles under the supervision of the U.S Embassy. 

In 1967, guess what western company was the first to be licensed under this new, corrupt and bloodstained regime: The Freeport gold operation.  Suharto gave a concession land of 2.5 million hectares to Freeport. 

Imagine, giving out 2.5 million hectares of land for FREE to foreign Corporations? Is this a sweet deal or what? What in the world President Suharto was willing to do all of these? 

Because according to some sources and U.S media publications, President Suharto himself had a hefty share in that Freeport contract. Like a warlord, Suharto appropriated the best of everything he could for himself and his family -oil wells, timberlands, and sugar plantations. Thousands of acres of land were seized by companies with the blessings of Suharto.

Now let’s put the puzzle together. 


U.S Corporations were represented by a well-known man named: Dr. Henry Kissinger to sign a sweet deal contract with the most corrupted President of Indonesia named Suharto.  

Henry Kissinger was also a major stockholder of Freeport-McMoran Copper and Gold Co (FCX on the NYSE) and Suharto was the war-lord, the Army general, the President and the one who in charge in Indonesia. Knowing how corrupt leader Suharto really was, he must have had hefty share in that sweet deal contract with Freeport-McMoran Copper and Gold Co. 
Suharto was given West Papua and East Timor, Henry Kissinger on behalf of U.S. giant Corporations was given concession 2.5 millions hectares full of gold and copper. Wow, what a deal!  

Not only that. Look at point number # 9 below before he steps down from power! 

9. In 1997, the company asked permission to expand the operation to TWICE the size it was at the time. One of the last things done by Suharto (who owned a substantial share in the mine) before he was forced to resign by a nation burned out by his corruption, was to approve the expansion. This approval was granted following a cozy little private conference between him and Jim-Bob Moffett. 

This is the worse robbery and the most disgusted legacy of President Suharto toward the Indonesian people! 

10.  Also take a note that the backing of this FREEPORT contractors are IMF and World Bank and the big fat wealthy countries called the G-6 and now then became G-8, and Rio Tinto; a world leader in finding, mining and processing the earth’s mineral resources. 
The G-8 countries are: (USA, France, Germany, Italy, Japan, United Kingdom, Canada, and Russia) >>> We are confronting the wealthiest and super power countries on Earth! 

11.  Article 21 of the 1967 Foreign Capital Investment law stipulates that the government shall NOT initiate nationalization of foreign investments except BY LAW and when such action is necessary in the interest of the state. 
12.  Indonesia government has agree to submit any investment disputes to the International Center for the Settlement of Investment Disputes (ICSID) in Washington, D.C. Indonesia also has signed on to UNCITRAL (United Nations Commission on International Trade Laws) arbitration rules that mandates foreign firms to enter arbitration hearing in Indonesia under UNCITRAL administration. An Indonesian Investment Arbitration Board (BANI) is available when both parties to a dispute agree to submit to its arbitration.
13.  Indonesia is also a party to the 1958 New York Convention on Recognition Enforcement of Foreign Arbitral Awards, which promotes the enforcement of foreign arbitral. 
14. The Trans National Companies requested the government to HONOR all contracts that were signed by Suharto and demand protection to their investment, even though the people of Indonesia want the government to revoke it.  

Who are these Trans National Companies?  

The largest source of external funds to developing countries, such as: Indonesia is not development assistance, whether bilateral, multilateral, loans, grants, official or other. It is foreign direct investment (FDI). FDI represents an enormous supply of financial resources, technology, jobs and is of great potential benefit to emerging economies. 

FDI comes from the private sector, from large companies willing to invest anywhere like Freeport-McMoran in Timika, Irian-Jaya. These companies called “Trans-national companies (TNCs), are important but accidental participant in the development process. 

Trans-National Corporations (TNCs) sometimes referred to as multinational companies, are enterprises that control economic assets in other countries, generally this means controlling at least a 10% of share of such an asset. These companies command enormous financial resources, possess vast technical resources and have extensive global reach. 

Challenging these Trans-National Companies is just like challenging world super power, it is an uphill battle that is hard to win unless the entire country is on your side! It can be a suicidal! 
Those are some of the details that I want to share. I just want to point it out clearly that the challenges are enormous and very, very perplexing!!!

In one of my open debates with my prominent political associates in Jakarta and after I presented all the details and facts, we ended up looking at each other and one of us said: what should we do? Confronting the issue is so challenging and living it alone untouched is just wrong and not fair for those millions and millions Indonesia people, especially, those who are living under poverty. 

So, what are the concrete steps that we need to take? 

Understanding the Article 21 of the 1967 Foreign Capital Investment law stipulates that the government shall NOT initiate nationalization of foreign investments except BY LAW and when such action is necessary in the interest of the state gives me a clue that this issue can only be initiated by the people or members of Parliament to circumvent all of those International laws, rules and regulations. 

In other words, the people of Indonesia have to demand to nationalize the Freeport for the welfare and the shake of the people of Indonesia at large. This issue must be raised in such a way that nationalize FREEPORT is the best interest of Indonesia as a country and its citizen at large. 

That is the reason why in my posting I submitted an advice to nationalize FREEPORT should Indonesia faces pressures and challenges from International community. And for that reason also that I submitted a request to members of Indonesia Parliament to initiate the process. It’s not too late. Now is the time to do it!  

I received a lot of emails and responses from Indonesia, from Irian-Jaya, Ambon to Jakarta both individual, Institutions and organizations. Many of those emails were requesting additional information, suggestions to immediately report my findings to KPK and support to the effort to confront the issue.
